Cards can be obtained in two ways:

1. If a person has attended an Apprentice School or enough
classes with Certificate of Completion for the craft of his/her
choosing.

2. A letter is submitted to the Skilled Trades Committee
showing proof of eight (8) or more years working in the craft
of their choice. This must be on Employer stationary and
signed by an authorized representative. The letter must state
time spent in trade and ability to do the job.

Office. Instructions found on the back of the Journeyman
Application must be complete prior to submission.
